In the spring of 2014, a conference will be held to help determine funding for Genetic research.  You are an expert who has been asked to present to the panel testimony regarding the genetic technologies that you have been researching.  you will be grouped together by type of genetic technology; agricultural gene technology, cloning and designer babies or gene therapy for genetic disorders.  As a pair of groups you will have 20 minutes to state your case, (10 minutes per side).  as an individual You will have five minutes to present your research and to elect continued funding for your research.  To aid in your preparation for the conference, the following topics should be addressed and outlined in a brochure:

Bibliography:  You must use (and correctly document in apa format) at least four sources.  two must be in text, i.e. from a book, encyclopedia, peer reviewed magazine, or another scientific source approved by me.  Each group member is required to complete 1 full page of research while in the library.
in debating your genetic technology in front of the panel, be creative but to the point.  Cover all of the above points to insure a complete understanding of the points you have researched.  Do not read your research.  know enough about your disease to tell the panel about it in an organized way.  Also have enough facts that you can win the debate.  
In summary, you are to complete the following for this project:

1. a group contract detailing what each member will be responsible for doing for the project.

2. research about a genetic technology

3. an oral presentation/ debate, as outlined above.

4. a brochure describing the genetic technology that covers the above topics.

Do not blow this project off, it will be worth 1/4 of your quarter 3 grade.  there will be benchmark assignments due along the way to track your progress.   you have five and a half weeks to complete this PROJECT; it is due February 6-11/2014.  I will be giving you class time to work but not exclusively, so at home foot work will be necessary to complete the assignment.  You will be presenting on february 6,7,10,11 in the lecture hall.
