Time Line

Week 1

Students are grouped according to birthday.  Once groups are assembled students will choose a body system from a hat.  Once a system is chosen students will begin researching need to know information such as: Which organ system contains your organ?  What are the organ's main functions?  How does your organ works with other systems to keep the body healthy?  Which diseases or disorders affect your organ? How do these diseases disrupt homeostasis?   Can a person live without your organ?  Students must use at least one book for reference.  

Week 2

Students continue research.  Note cards will be created this week of all the information to be added to the poster.  The note cards should be typed or written extremely neat in print no cursive.  Note cards will be turned in this week to assure accuracy of information.  All information must include citations!  If you are unsure how to write a proper APA citation refer to you student planner or come see me and I will help you.  Hint:  A URL is not a proper citation.
Week 3

Students begin drawing components of wanted poster.  This is a blue print of you’re your poster should look like.  Make the wanted for statement catchy, informative and entertaining. 

Week 4

Wanted poster creation.  When your blueprint has been approved begin working on your large poster version. Drawings must be large enough to be seen from 50 feet.  All drawings must be in color.  Text should also be written large enough and dark enough to be seen from 50 feet.  

Week 5

Students will present and discuss why their organ is wanted, (how it helps maintain a constant internal environment).  See attached rubric for specific detail about content.
